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Maui-born Destin Cretton is fresh off the release of Marvel Studios’ newest film, Shang Chi and
the Legend of the Ten Rings, starring Simu Liu, Michelle Yeoh, Awkwafina, and Tony Leung. This
is the first film in the MCU that is led by an Asian actor, and mostly Asian cast. Destin's feature
film debut, “I Am Not a Hipster”, premiered at Sundance in 2012. And was followed by Short
Term 12, which won the Grand Jury Prize and Audience Award at the SXSW Film Festival in
2013, featuring early performances by Brie Larson, Lakeith Stanfield, Rami Malek, Kaitlyn Dever,
and John Gallagher Jr. His third feature, an adaptation of the NY Times best-selling memoir, The
Glass Castle, starred Brie Larson, Woody Harrelson, and Naomi Watts and was released in 2016
by Lionsgate. Following this, Destin directed Just Mercy for Warner Bros, the adaptation of the
NY-Times best-selling memaoir by civil rights attorney Bryan Stevenson. The film starred Michael
B. Jordan, Jamie Foxx and Brie Larson. He is currently in postproduction for a new Disney+
series, American Born Chinese based on the graphic novel by Gene Luen Yang, starring Ben
Wang, Michelle Yeoh, Daniel Wu and Ng Chin Han.
