The 17-week
programme culminates in a performance of your chosen Disney KIDS production within your school as well as
the unique opportunity to showcase their work at a special performance on a West End stage in their first year
of the programme.

Disney Musicals in Schools presents primary schools with a unique opportunity to introduce the collaborative
art of musical theatre to your school, to establish or strengthen your arts offer, and develop collaboration
amongst students, teachers, parents, governors and the wider community.

We particularly encourage schools that have a high proportion of EAL students and Pupil Premium allocation to
