She is also the author of Les Microcosmes, a series of collages 
tinged with nostalgia. In 2015, she founded Une (autre) compagnie de théâtre, of which she is the co-creative 
director. It has since become known for its bold and mordant productions and its playful, critical take on 
contemporary concerns.
